Anne Weeks’ friend 
Melinda Parker, who now lives in Sydney, is the 
Honorary Director & Anne helps out with 
administration. 

Gyanankur’s core values are: 
1. Joy: School should be fun! 
2. Service: not to be served, but to serve. 
3. Transparency: lives and relationships marked by 

openness and honesty. 
4. Dignity: everyone is treated with respect.  
1. These are 4 counter-cultural values for India, 

where discrimination based on one’s colour or 
status & bribery are normal.
